Preamble

The Committee of Scholars and Clerics of the Followers of Amani Movement
serves as the spiritual and moral arm of the movement. It is responsible for
promoting a balanced and enlightened Islamic worldview, safeguarding the
sanctity of religion, fostering relations with the broader Islamic world, and
preventing the manipulation of religion for political purposes.

Core Objective

1.  Promote moderate, ethical, and rational interpretations of Islam.
Strengthen religious and cultural ties with the Islamic world.

Counter the political misuse of religious beliefs.

Provide dignified and lawful income opportunities for clerics.

Foster Islamic identity, unity, and historical awareness.

Programs and Activities

1. Islamic Cultural Guidance
. Organize educational sessions, media campaigns, and public sermons to
promote Islamic values such as justice, coexistence, and compassion.

2. Building Relations with Islamic Countries
. Establish connections with religious institutions, scholars, and cultural
organizations across the Islamic world.

3. Engagement with International Islamic Organizations
. Collaborate with organizations such as the Organization of Islamic
Cooperation (OIC) and other international Islamic bodies.

4. Cultural Exchange with Scholars from Islamic Countries
. Host visiting scholars, participate in international conferences, and
organize mutual training and exchange programs.

5. Qur'an Recitation Competitions During Ramadan
. Organize Qur'an recitation and Tajweed contests, promote Qur'anic



literacy among youth, and reward outstanding participants.

6. Lighting Cities and Markets During Ramadan
. Collaborate with local municipalities to decorate cities and markets,
fostering a spiritual and festive atmosphere through nightly programs.

7. Preventing the Political Exploitation of Islamic Beliefs

. Issue clear religious statements opposing the use of Islam for political
purposes and raise public awareness about separating faith from political
power.

8. Creating Lawful Employment for Clerics

. Provide vocational training, employment opportunities in educational
and religious sectors, support cleric-led community centers, and establish a
financial support fund for clerics.

9. Commemorating Glorious Days in Islamic History

. Celebrate major Islamic events such as the Prophet’s (PBUH) birthday,
Laylat al-Qadr, the Hijrah, and the Conquest of Mecca.

. Organize ceremonies and educational programs to reinforce Islamic
identity and unity.
